Hayes set out on the 4,000km
trek from the south to the
north of Greenland in May. As
well as it being a personal goal
he also aimed to raise aware-
ness about climate change.

He said: “We knew all the
facts and figures about the
amount of water melting from
the ice cap but when you actu-
ally see it gushing and cascad-
ing down, it really hits you.”

The Greenland Quest was
fraught with difficulties mainly
caused the weather but
Hayes said planning each da
of the trek a chess mal
was a challenge he enjoyed.

“Because we were using kites
to travel and relying on the
wind, there was a lot of strategy
involved.” he said.

The trio are due to leave
